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Situated on the pristine white sandy beaches of the northern

Lakeshore with the Viphya Mountains as a backdrop and

remnant patches of tropical rain forest nearby, Chintheche Inn

boasts one of the most beautiful settings in the country. The

beaches are the finest on the Lake, miles of white sand

interspersed with jagged rock formations and charming fishing

villages. Ten comfortably furnished en-suite rooms each with

beach-view balconies face directly onto the lake and there is

also a lively campsite and a large pool.

There is a central dining area and bar, although dining usually

takes place (weather permitting) under the stars. The Inn is

an ideal spot for families and for those wanting a comfortable

base from which to explore the surrounding area. The nearby

Bandawe Mission also offers a fascinating peek into the

country’s colonial past. The pristine white sandy beach offers

excellent swimming, windsurfing, sailing and beach

barbecues. Other activities include excursions to local village,

mountain bike trails, waterskiing, hiking and village visits.
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Rated by Condé Nast Magazine as one of the planet’s 10 most

romantic destinations, Kaya Mawa is located on the south-

western tip of Likoma Island in the east-central part of Lake

Malawi, close to Mozambique. The island is covered with

mango trees and ancient baobabs and encircled by glorious

sandy beaches and rocky coves. Eight stone and teak-framed

thatched cottages have a panoramic view of the lake and

private terraces with direct access to the water. Each one has

en-suite bathroom facilities, a four-poster bed, shower, and a

sunken stone bathtub.There is a honeymoon chalet with

incredible views tucked away on its own private island. Kaya

Mawa (meaning ‘maybe tomorrow’ in the local Tonga dialect)

uses the stunning natural surroundings of beach, rock, island

and lake to create a lodge of unique character, imagination and

very special ambience. Activities include walking, biking

around the island, swimming, snorkelling, diving, water sports,

waterskiing and fishing. Guests can visit the cathedral and

market in the harbour village or sail to the Mozambican

beaches nearby.
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Mvuu Wilderness Lodge is located in Liwonde National Park,

Malawi’s premier game viewing destination and an area of

captivating variety and beauty. Accommodation comprises

five tents, each with en-suite bathroom facilities and a private

viewing platform built over the water. Lodge facilities include

a dining room, pub, lounge area and natural rock swimming

pool. Activities to be enjoyed include boating in stable,

handmade wooden boats, walks, bike rides and traditional

game drives by day and night.

The lodge nestles discreetly in a lagoon just off the Shire River

with the main lounge building set high above the water. It has

an extensive wildlife library and spotting scope to make the

most of the exceptional birdwatching. A great diversity of

animals can be seen including large numbers of elephant,

sable, hippo, impala, waterbuck, black rhino and lion. Huge

crocodiles, leopard and serval are also fairly common and

birds are prolific – this camp probably offers the best year-

round birding; Palm Nut Vulture and Pel’s Fishing Owl are

frequently sighted, as well as specials like Böhm’s Bee-eater

and White-backed Night Heron.
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Mvuu Camp is situated on the banks of the Shire River

downstream from Mvuu Lodge. With both spacious stone and

canvas chalets and specially designed family units, the camp is

ideal for family visits or for those wishing to have an excellent,

comfortable bush experience in a slightly less exclusive

atmosphere. The thatched lounge and restaurant have

magnificent views of the river and many meals are taken under

the stars in a specially designed boma. Game viewing is

excellent, with hippo, crocodile and a profusion of birdlife to

be seen.

During the dry months, large elephant herds can be seen

from the bar. Facilities include five en-suite chalets and five

family units of two rooms each. There is a lounge and

restaurant, swimming pool, camping and self-catering

facilities. There is a new custom-built education and

conference centre with facilities for conferences of up to 40

participants or for smaller corporate and team building

functions. Activities include game drives, boat trips and walks.
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
